Flexible Access





The use of the library media center is determined by teacher/student needs and interest.


The library media center is used as a public facility to accommodate students of different age levels and grades simultaneously.


The library media center is used all day by students involved in a variety of independent or group activities.


Library media center visits are related to classroom activities.


The library media center is available for classes, small groups and individuals.


Information skills are determined by curriculum needs.


Information skill lessons include immediate hands-on experience and reinforcement through classroom assignments.


Information skills instruction is scheduled for blocks of time determined by need.


The library media center is used for reference assignments and for reference games.


Students learn to locate materials through frequent practice.


Students check out books any day of the week.


Students are more likely to use both fiction and nonfiction learning resources.


Students tend to use the facility independently.


When students reach middle school they are more likely to use the library media center for recreational reading, listening, and viewing purposes.


The library media specialist has flexible time to promote school-wide information, reading and media motivation programs.


Teachers tend to view the library media center as an extension of their own classroom.


The library media center is student centered.


The library media center/media specialist is not used for teacher planning time.


The administration does not determine the library media center schedule.


Flexible access does not preclude an organized plan for information skills instruction.
