Art Exercises to do with Children using these books.

· Observe how word “SWAT!” is illustrated in OLD BLACK FLY. Discuss Gammell’s use of color, and technique. Using color to set a mood or action, draw it. You might choose laugh, cough, dream or sing. 

· The parrot on the page about the letter P in OLD BLACK FLY is one of a kind. Make a drawing of a person or animal that clearly depicts some characteristics unique to that person or animal.

· Draw a vegetable in an exaggerated and animated way to demonstrate a variety of emotions. Observe how Coco is illustrated in COCO THE CARROT. 

· Using watercolors and pen and ink, or wood cut and ink, illustrate the water in a pond.  Compare TUESDAY and SONG OF THE WATER BOATMAN.

· Using collage technique, take photos from magazines of realistic things and put them on the page in an unrealistic way.  See TUESDAY and WILLY THE DREAMER. 

· Using scale, composition and perspective draw things from the eyes of a very small child.  Use WILLY THE DREAMER to see how this is done.   

· While listening to music draw something to reflect what you hear.  Consider how the drawings in MYSTERIOUS THELONIOUS reflect the music of Monk, play the music while sharing the book. 

· Using Cassie in TAR BEACH as an example, draw a self portrait of yourself in the place you love best.
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
