COMPONENTS OF 

ARLINGTON ELEMENTARY

FLEXIBLE ACCESS LIBRARY

COLLABORATION

Teachers and library media specialist plan together in order to integrate information skills into the curriculum.

READING ENRICHMENT


The library media specialist provides reading enrichment for the students with a literature connection.  The teacher is invited and encouraged to remain with the class during this activity so there is a connection with the classroom activities.

BOOK EXCHANGE (CHECK-OUT)


Students come in groups of 5 or less to the library to check out books.  This allows for more assistance to students by the library media specialist.  The students are usually more task oriented than when they come with an entire class. Primary students may check out 1 book each time and must return the book previously checked out before choosing a new book. Teachers may decide whether students above kindergarten take books home.


Teachers may plan ahead with the library media specialist to bring the whole class to the library for checkout and silent reading.  The teacher remains with the class during this activity.
RESEARCH


Students come in groups of 5 or less to do research. If the teacher wants the LMS to assist those students, please inform through use of the sign in sheet. If time is not scheduled with the LMS, students should be prepared to work independently. This may not happen, but if LMS is otherwise involved with a previously planned activity, it could be the case. Teachers may plan ahead with the library media specialist to bring the whole class to the library for research.  The teacher remains with the class during this activity.

SEARCH


The LMS organizes a hands on activity to teach 4th and 5th grade students how to use the dictionary, the encyclopedia, the atlas and the almanac. Introductory sessions are offered with the entire class and the teacher present. The actual student activities are done as centers within the library. The homeroom teacher and the LMS will plan available times, dates and number of students. 

Super 3


The LMS plans and provides library skills including, but not limited to location, call number, book selection, OPAC for 3rd graders. These sessions are offered 5 times throughout the year.

MEDIA PRODUCTIONS


The LMS will work with 5th grade students on a rotating basis, to plan, produce and air a morning newscast. Students will pre-record the newscast each afternoon, and it will air the following morning. More information will be forth coming as equipment is purchased and parameters are set.

SMART BOARD and LCD PROJECTOR USAGE

Teacher should sign up to use the smart board and if LMS assistance is required, she should be informed before the scheduled time. The LCD projector can be taken to the classroom for use if this is best for the activity, but constant movement is not advised.

BATTLE OF THE BOOKS

This is a district activity sponsored by some teachers and media specialists. We participated last year and I would like to do participate again if schedules can be worked out. This is open to independent readers of 4th -5th grades.
