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· Log on to Kentucky Virtual Library (http://www.kyvl.org ). 

· Click "Find Books Articles and More" (upper left).
· Choose OCLC FirstSearch (bottom).

· Choose Jump to Advanced Search; select WorldCat from the drop-down menu.
· Search World Cat by entering the appropriate information about the book—title, author, or ISBN (in advanced search mode). 

· If your title is available, click on Libraries Worldwide to see a list of libraries that have that title. 

· Choose a library that has an active link. (We like OhioLink libraries.)

· IF the record has a Save for Export, Export, or Save button, click on it.
· Click on View Saved Records.
· Choose MARC format, Local Disk, and click Submit.

· When asked if you want to open or save, click Save.
· Browse to destination file, name file (be sure to save as text document), and click save.
***If the library system does not allow you to save the record directly, you may still be able to get it by following one of the three options below:
Alternate Method #1

· Click the Staff or MARC view (if available).

· Look for the Print or Email box at the bottom.

· Select Download Format (drop-down menu). Choose Raw MARC.
· Click the Print/Save button.

· In Edit menu, choose Select All. The entire text line should be highlighted.

· Copy the highlighted text and paste into Notepad.

· Save the record in Notepad. Again, be sure to save as a text document.

Alternate Method #2


If a library listed in World Cat does not have an active link, you may be able to locate it by using a search engine. If you can find the library on the web, try to download the MARC record using one of the methods above. Unfortunately, not all library systems can do this.

Some of our favorites MARC sites are listed on the back.

Alternate Method #3
